iThe Luftwaffe was not the only
service that used searchlights to
aid their night defenses. The British,
too, employed these over England
to protect the bomber stream and
% guide their night fighters to inter-
cept the German planes.
Searchlights (SL) "blind" German
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fighters and reduce their score by
-IVP if in the same hex as the bomb-
er on a "one for one” basis. (e.g
one SL blinds one fighter, two SL
blind two fighters, etc.) They also
guide the Mosquito towards the
night fighter; the Mossie earns
+1VP per German plane and SL
combo in the ne hex to a max of
2 VPs. (e.g. A Mossie in the same
hex with one German plane and
one British SL = +1VP; two German
planes and two British SL = +2VF
These searchlights may be placed
on the board before the British
player places his planes. For every
British SL deployed, the German
player may immediately place an
additional TWO ground defense
resource markers.
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
